	Description of the Proposed Project [24 CFR 50.12 & 58.32; 40 CFR 1508.25]:

	The Borough of Carlisle will utilize CDBG funds to address localized flooding & temporary road closures resulting from N. Pitt St. stormwater that currently runs south on N. Pitt to Lincoln St. through an urbanized residential neighborhood. The excessive stormwater runoff is caused by frequent rain events. The N. Pitt & D Sts. intersection area currently does not have stormwater facilities. Stormwater runoff will be captured in new stormwater inlets installed at the intersection of N. Pitt & D Sts. & run through new stormwater piping from the N. Pitt & D Sts. intersection through a new stormwater outfall endwall into existing stormwater retention ponds on the east side of Fairground Ave. just south of D St. A new stormwater manhole will be installed in the southeast corner of the N. Pitt & D Sts. intersection. The rest of D Street extending east from Fairground Avenue to PA Route 34 already has stormwater facilities installed. The stormwater retention ponds are existing and part of a separate site undergoing redevelopment. By installing 4 new stormwater inlets, 1 new stormwater outfall endwall, & new stormwater piping connecting these new features, the Borough intends to capture some of this runoff & divert it to the stormwater retention ponds. The new stormwater improvements will serve a developed drainage area of seven acres. Restorative paving will repair any existing asphalt and concrete broken as a result of the project.
