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What Is the COVID-19 Vaccine?

The COVID-19 vaccine helps us fight the virus that causes COVID-19 illness. Vaccines work by helping the
body learn how to recognize viruses and build protection against the illnesses that they cause.

Currently, four vaccines are used in the United States to prevent COVID-19 (Pfizer-BioNTech,
Moderna, Johnson & Johnson/Janssen, and Novavax). You are up to date with your COVID-19
vaccines when you have received all doses in the primary series and all boosters recommended for you,
when eligible.

Is the COVID-19 Vaccine Safe?

Yes. The Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) has determined that the vaccines are safe and
effective. The safety of COVID-19 vaccines is a top priority. COVID-19 vaccines are being held to the same
safety standards as all other approved vaccines. All COVID-19 vaccines being administered were tested in
clinical trials involving tens of thousands of people to make sure they meet safety standards and protect adults
of different ages, races, and ethnicities. No serious safety concerns were identified. The CDC and the Food and
Drug Administration (FDA) monitor all vaccines to look for safety issues after they are authorized and in
use.

What Are the Benefits of the Vaccine?

Receiving a COVID-19 vaccine is an important step to prevent you from getting sick with the COVID-19
virus. The vaccine will help your body fight the COVID-19 virus and ease your symptoms if you do
become sick. Vaccines are also a tool for reducing infections and protecting your friends, family, and other
people around you who may be at risk of iliness. COVID-19 vaccines, including boosters, are effective
against known variants, including Omicron.

Are There Side Effects?

Yes, the most common side effect is pain at the injection site, and some individuals experience symptoms
like fever and chills. These side effects tend to be mild to moderate and go away quickly. These side
effects are signs that the immune system is doing exactly what it is supposed to do—it is building up
protection against the disease. Serious side effects after vaccination are very rare.

Will I Have to Pay for the COVID-19 Vaccine?

No. There is no cost associated with getting vaccinated.
