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Q: Do you have any references for coding because I'm not understanding this concept? 
A. Coding is a qualitative data analysis technique that takes larger narrative notes and text and turns them into smaller bite-sized chunks of codes that can be more easily understood and compared. Q: What is the difference between the free version of Tableau versus the expensive version?
A. Tableau Public is a free service available to users to publish their interactive data visualizations for public consumption. It provides a public-facing dashboard, but it should only be used for non-secure data. Tableau Server is a paid solution for secure data.
