This household is a risk of becoming homeless because they are living in a small travel trailer with no heat, with their 2 young children. Jessica and Matt have obtained a rental agreement with Quail Hollow Apartments in Sonora for a 2-bedroom apartment. Both adults are currently working and their combined income of $17,250 annually is enough to continue paying monthly rent with a tight budget. Both expressed enthusiasm for attending the Smart Money class; we set a date for 11/5/08 from 3 – 5 pm.
Jessica and Matt are aware of community resources and receive general assistance and food stamps. Jessica and the children are enrolled in Medi-Cal; Matt is on CMSP. They use the foodbank resources regularly. The youngest child has a learning disability and Matt describes himself as severely bi-polar and takes prescribed medication in addition to seeing a counselor. 

I spoke with Jessica and Matt about confidentiality and other community resources they might use. I also helped them sign up for the Holiday Food Basket program. They will also contact the Sonora shelter to sign up for Adopt A Family. I told them that I would do a follow-up call at one month, again at 2 months and quarterly after that for a year.

I spoke to Lisa at Quail Hollow and verified the apartment, 19C. She was familiar with the household. I advised her that we would be paying $700 toward the first month’s rent of $840.
